These 
impressive mansions of the time, each one more spectacular, was practically a competition 
to see who would come to own the most beautiful and well-crafted property, the most 
outstanding being Patwa Ki haveli, Salim Singh Ki haveli and Nathmalji. This, that the 
most striking feature that we can find when we visit these mansions are their very 
elaborate facades, loaded with small stems with floral motifs sculpted in the same rock 
that characterizes the city. Currently, a large part of these houses have been converted 
into museums where you can go through part of the history of the city, telling what life 
was like in the city and the work of a merchant. (food not included).

The Hawa Mahal or Palace of the Winds, was built by the Marahá Sawai Pratap Singh in 
1799. It was part of the City Palace and served as an extension of the women's chamber 
for the harem. The original function of the building was to allow royal women to observe 
the daily life of the city streets without being seen, and thus through its numerous small 
windows they could enjoy a certain freedom without being seen. It is considered the 
greatest exponent of Rajput architecture, which indicates the glory of that royal family, 
although nuances of the architecture of the Mongolian civilization can also be observed. 
Although little more than the façade remains today, the palace has become the symbol of 
Jaipur. We will visit the observatory and we will walk through the market of the old city, 
it is very curious because the shops are below and the houses of the merchant above.

The story goes that a battle took 
place at this fort during the Indian Rebellion of 1857, which ended the power of the British 
East India Company and began British rule in India. (Meal not included) ). We will visit 
Sikandra. Sikandra is the mausoleum of Mughal Emperor Akbar, Sikandra. He ordered 
it to be built by the emperor himself in 1600. Work began in 1605, after extensive 
planning. In Tatar tradition, one planned one's grave for himself in life, so it is not 
surprising. Akbar selected the place where it would be located and approved the entire 
project. It was finished by his son Jahangir in 1613. He ordered everything already built 
to be demolished and started again. I only keep the plinth. This tomb was looted by rebel 
Jats under the reign of the last emperor, Askbar's great-grandson Aurangzeb. They took 
jewelry, carpets, gold and silver. The worst thing was that they also destroyed countless 
things. They also burned Akbar's bones. Also the neighboring Taj Majal building was 
looted by them and two of the Agra gates were stolen. For all this, their leader was later 
sentenced to death by the emperor. It was the British who, under the leadership of Lord 
Curzon, carried out the restoration of the place. Depart for Delhi. Dinner at the hotel.
